· Who is the INTENDED audience?
· Produced for a private/public audience?
· Who is expected to follow/be persuaded by the document’s directions, content, ideas, etc.?

	Purpose (Author’s Purpose)
· (Historical Causation & Historical Argumentation) WHY was the document created/written at this time?
· Inform
· Persuade
· Entertain
· Criticize
· Argument/Author’s thesis

Why it matters



	Point of View (Author’s POV)
· WHO produced the document and HOW that might have impacted what they wrote? You won’t use all of these, but this list will help with analysis and use of the document.
· Gender of author/speaker
· Age of author/speaker
· Ethnicity of author/speaker
· Social Status of author/speaker
· Religion of author/speaker
· Political Beliefs of author/speaker

Why it matters



	Outside Information (OI)-historical facts
· With each document you use (which is all, or all but one) you need outside information (historical fact) that connects with the document.  This evidence cannot be stated in the document itself, but is something the document brings to mind.  You must also be able to connect the OI you use to the document—it cannot be randomly dropped in the analysis.
